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Qld co-ordinator
plans dog fight

A NEW weapon in the fight
against wild dog attacks in the liv-
estock industry will soon be avail-
able, with the appointment of a
Queensland wild dog co-ordinator.

Funded by Australian Wool In-
novation (AWI), the co-ordinator
will work within AgForce Projects
and with local dog committees.

AgForce Projects manager Sue
Dillon said the funding was recog-
nition of the threat wild dog preda-
tion posed to livestock welfare and
rural communities.

“We know the key to successful
dog control is to co-ordinate activ-
ities across the region,” she said.

“Individual landholders acting
in isolation have little impact on
wild dog numbers and, if a small
pocket of dogs is allowed to flour-
ish, an entire control program can
be undone,” she said.

“The Paroo shire, in south-west
Queensland, is well known Aust-
ralia-wide for the success of its
wild dog program and the infor-
mation we’ve gathered there can
be very useful in other parts of the
state.”

The position is funded until 2014
and will involve extensive travel
throughout regional Queensland.

Key duties of the co-ordinator
will be to develop and implement
project plans; ensure accountabil-
ity to the wool industry and Com-
monwealth Government funders
and to communicate with produc-
ers and other land managers.

Pasture planter
settoregenerate
degraded areas

SEEDING new pastures is not of-
ten done by the same method a
broadacre cropper would use - but
a Central Queensland innovation
is making it happen.

A team from Multi-Farming
Systems, Simplicity and Grazing
BestPrac (GBP) have created a
new “Pasture Kropper”, a five-me-
ter seeding system for planting di-
rect into existing pastures.

GBP’s grazing consultant Mick
Alexander said the unit had alrea-
dy been trialled on properties all
over Central Queensland and
further south. The “Pasture Krop-
per” could apply pasture seeds
from 1kg/ha to 2kg/ha, oats or
wheat seed from 40kg/ha to 50kg/
ha, granular fertilisers and liquid
injection of nutrients.

He said with the increase in in-
terest from landholders around
CQ in pasture run-down and how
to prevent it, the machine could be
a new way to tackle such pro-
blems.
